Question & Answer
What will the grant or application process look like under the Homeless Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program?
DOLA will submit a single consolidated plan substantial amendment to HUD by May 19. HUD will complete their review by July 2 and the state will pass through funds to sub-grantees. All grant agreements will be mutually executed by September 1, 2009 and funds will be obligated to sub-grantees by September 30, 2009.
Will funds be available to other organizations beside current grantees?

Grantees may pass funds through to sub-grantees, but the Division of Housing can also grant directly to non-profits so no pass through to municipalities is required.  
What is short-term and medium-term rental assistance?

Under Homeless Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing, temporary rental assistance is defined as eighteen months or less. Specifically, short-term rental assistance is provided for up to three months. Rent must be paid directly to a landlord and need for rental assistance must be recertified every three months. Rental assistance funds are also available under Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF) funding.
Do Homeless Youth qualify for rental assistance?

All participants must undergo an initial consultation with a case manager to determine eligibility. In general, both at-risk individuals and families qualify if there are no appropriate housing options identified and they lack financial resources or support networks to obtain immediate housing or stay in housing.
What are some other qualified uses for Rapid Re-Housing Funds?

Funds are available for:

· Data collection and evaluation activities
· Housing relocation and stabilization services
· Administrative costs not to exceed 5%
