SUMMARY 

The Landscaping and Property Maintenance Community Work Experience Program (CWEP) Coordinator and Trainer will be responsible for managing and teaching landscaping and property maintenance skills to job-seeking refugees on TANF (Temporary Assistance for Needy Families). This new job training program, designed to help newly-arrived refugees develop skills and work experience to facilitate self-sufficiency, will have multiple start dates throughout the year, and each cycle will run for several months. This position is responsible for preparing participants for finding and keeping jobs in the landscaping and/or property maintenance sector. Participants will have diverse backgrounds, including ranging education history and English language skills.
The ultimate objective the CWEP department is to help TANF refugee participants 1) meet the Federal Work Participation Rate each month and 2) gain work experience and job skills that will facilitate employment and self-sufficiency.

Essential Duties and Responsibilities

1. Train refugee TANF participants for work in the landscaping and/or property maintenance sector

2. Teach general American work skills and culture (punctuality, team work, etc.); evaluate participants’ understanding and provide constructive feedback and coaching of behaviors on an ongoing basis

3. Prepare participants to identify and meet OSHA standards in the workplace

4. Instruct participants about landscaping equipment and supplies; industry practices

5. Instruct participants about property maintenance equipment and supplies; industry practices

6. Evaluate and write reports on participants, based on LFS’s customized property maintenance and landscaping curriculum’s competencies

7. Develop and add to curriculum based on industry changes and client needs

Other duties

1.) Maintain regular case notes on participants

2.) Participate in the Colorado Refugee Network CWEP consortium and other meetings, as needed

3.) Understand and stay current on TANF program requirements and expectations as well as other relevant programs available to refugees in Colorado in order to maintain comprehensive and holistic understanding of refugee resettlement 

4.) Coordinate services with other key staff to assure comprehensive services for the refugee

5.) Attend and participate in staff meetings and other meetings as requested

6.) Abide by high quality of standards of case management and adheres to service delivery expectations of LFS, Sate of Colorado, Office of Refugee Resettlement and Department of State

7.) Comply with all federal, state and LFS contracts

8.) Participate in community outreach activities that advances the work and message of the Refugee and Asylee program

9.) Ensure that program services are provided in accordance with quality assurance standards of the agency, state, accrediting organizations, and HIPAA

10.) Perform other duties as assigned
